 Ridge Kids     

Nursery to Toddlers (Newborn—3yrs.) 

Our nursery is available for the whole service in the Children’s Ministry building across the court-

yard. Little ones are invited to join our teachers for play, Bible stories, songs and snack.  
 

Pre-School & Early Elementary (Runners: 3yrs-TK & Early Elementary: 3-TK) 

Our “Runners” (3yrs.—TK) and Early “Elementary” aged children (K-2nd Grade) are dismissed from 

the main sanctuary after the Worship singing. Parents can drop their kids off at their classrooms 

across the courtyard in the kids’ wing. Pick-up is right after the Benediction.  
 

Worship Guides (3rd Grade & Up)

Call to Worship: Luke 24.1-8 

“But on the first day of the week, at early dawn, they went to the tomb, taking the 

spices they had prepared. And they found the stone rolled away from the 

tomb, but when they went in they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. While 

they were perplexed about this, behold, two men stood by them in dazzling ap-

parel. And as they were frightened and bowed their faces to the ground, the men 

said to them, ‘Why do you seek the living among the dead? He is not here, but has 

risen. Remember how he told you, while he was still in Galilee, that the Son of 

Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men and be crucified and on the 

third day rise.’ And they remembered his words… “   -Opening Prayer- 

God calls His people into worship, 

not the other way around. His Word 

is the only thing that can truly draw 

our hearts into worship in Spirit and 

Truth. And so, we begin here.   

Confession of Faith: The Nicene Creed  [325ad] 
We believe in one God, the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all 

things visible and invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, be-

gotten from the Father before all ages, God from God, Light from Light, true God 

from true God, begotten, not made; of the same essence as the Father. Through 

Him all things were made. For us and for our salvation He came down from heaven; 

He became incarnate by the Holy Spirit and the virgin Mary, and was made man. 

He was crucified for us under Pontius Pilate; He suffered and was buried. The third 

day He rose again, according to the Scriptures. He ascended to heaven and is seat-

ed at the right hand of the Father. He will come again with glory to judge the living 

and the dead. His kingdom will never end. And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the 

Lord, the giver of life. He proceeds from the Father and the Son, and with the Fa-

ther and the Son is worshiped and glorified. He spoke through the prophets. We 

believe in one holy catholic* and apostolic church. We affirm one baptism for the 

forgiveness of sins. We look forward to the resurrection of the dead, and to life in 

the world to come. Amen.             *The Church in all times and places

Preaching of God’s Word: Acts 2.22-24 
“Impossible”

22 “Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a man attested to you by 

God with mighty works and wonders and signs that God did through him in your 

midst, as you yourselves know— 23 this Jesus, delivered up according to the definite 

plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless 

men. 24 God raised him up, loosing the pangs of death, because it was not possible 

for him to be held by it. 

The Bible tells us to let the Word of 

Christ dwell within us richly by 

“singing psalms, hymns, and spiritu-

al songs.” Thus, we sing of what 

God has done, and about our de-

light in Him.   

Benediction: Numbers 6.24-26 
“The LORD bless you and keep you; the LORD make his face to shine upon you 

and be gracious to you; … and give you peace.”  

God gets the final word in the wor-

ship service. And with it He chooses 

to bless His people. That is what the 

word benediction means: “blessing.” 

Go in the peace of His blessing!

Now it was Mary Magdalene and Joanna and Mary the mother of James 

and the other women with them who told these things to the apostles, but these 

words seemed to them an idle tale, and they did not believe them. But Peter rose 

and ran to the tomb; stooping and looking in, he saw the linen cloths by them-

selves; and he went home marveling at what had happened. That very day two of

Followers of Jesus are invited to His 

table where He spiritually feeds His 

people. Though these elements are 

common bread and wine, they sym-

bolize His body and blood and 

“preach” to our senses that Christ 

abides in us and we abide in Him. 

Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper 
Please receive your communion elements from our elders up front. Return to your 

seat and hold them until all have been served so we can eat and drink together.  

Creeds and catechisms give us a 

chance to proclaim what we believe 

while also acknowledging that we 

are part of something bigger than 

this local church. We join our voice  

to Christians around the globe and 

throughout history who have con-

fessed these same words.
