Confession of Faith: The Apostles’ Creed

“Of Friends, Cloaks & Parchments”

9 Do your best to come to me soon. 10 For Demas, in love with this present world, has 

deserted me and gone to Thessalonica. Crescens has gone to Galatia, Titus to Dalma-

tia. 11 Luke alone is with me. Get Mark and bring him with you, for he is very useful to me 

for ministry. 12 Tychicus I have sent to Ephesus. 13 When you come, bring the cloak that I 

left with Carpus at Troas, also the books, and above all the parchments. 14 Alexander 

the coppersmith did me great harm; the Lord will repay him according to his 

deeds. 15 Beware of him yourself, for he strongly opposed… [Continue On Slides/In Bibles] 

The Bible tells us to let the Word of 

Christ dwell within us richly by 

“singing psalms, hymns, and spiritu-

al songs.” Thus, we sing of what 

God has done, and about our de-

light in Him.   

Benediction: Numbers 6.24-26 
“The LORD bless you and keep you; the LORD make his face to shine upon you and be 

gracious to you; the LORD lift up his countenance upon you and give you peace.”  

God gets the final word in the wor-

ship service. And with it He chooses 

to bless His people. That is what the 

word benediction means: “blessing.” 

Go in the peace of His blessing! 

Creeds and catechisms give us a 

chance to proclaim what we believe 

while also acknowledging that we 

are part of something bigger than 

this local church. We join our voice  

to Christians around the globe and 

throughout history who have con-

fessed these same words. 

Because God has spoken to us 

through His Word we strive to pro-

claim what it says and teach what it 

means. Through it,  the Church re-

ceives training, correction, encour-

agement, and a deeper experience of 

the  gospel of Jesus. 
A Prayer of Praise: For Ascension Sunday  
 “He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And the Lord God will 

give to him the throne of his father David, and he will reign over the house of Jacob 

forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end.”  -Luke 1.32-33   

 

Gracious Father — Though earthly kingdoms rise and fall, and nations fade from the 

earth, we praise you that Jesus reigns forever; That his kingdom is stable—an ever-

lasting kingdom.
