Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed away;
behold, the new has come. All this is from God, who through Christ reconciled us
to himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation; that is, in Christ God was rec-
onciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and en-
trusting to us the message of reconciliation.”

God calls His people into worship,
not the other way around. His Word
is the only thing that can truly draw
our hearts into worship in Spirit and
Truth.

The Bible tells us to let the Word of
Christ dwell within us richly by
“singing psalms, hymns, and spiritu-
al songs.”
